Since we have been in these caves for thousands of years, I guess you would have to say we are some of the earliest Texans.  Since we never leave our home, the cave, we really have not had much influence on what going on up their where you live until recently.

A number of Cave Preserves have been set up around our homes.  In addition to our protection, this gives you access to some great parks.  When the cavers monitor the caves, they look for any problems that may affect the cave life.  If chemicals, sewage, etc., is found in the cave, it is reported and resolved.
